I felt there were a few light eye in some of the 
dogs I saw today.   The venue was nicely layout giving good space in the ring.  The committee were 
so welcoming. 

Dogs 

Minor Puppy Dog (2, 0abs) 

A strong minor puppy class, with a very close decision between 1st & 2nd 

1st Philpott’s Campionfield Scholar From Charterwood 

7 month old tri dog.  Good head with long flowing neck into well placed shoulders. Firm top line with 
correct tailset.  Good rear angulation which he showed off on the move.  Presented in lovely 
condition. BPD 

2nd Kingland’s Carvaha Artful Dodger from Redcap 

Tan & white 7 month old.  Lots to like about this youngster. Great head with well-defined stop. 
Brilliant length of leather set correctly on the head.  Well-placed shoulders which showed off his 
reach.  Move with lovely free flowing movement.  

Puppy Dog (2, 1abs) 

1st Philpott’s Charterwood Carson 

10 Month old tri dog. Nicely put together.  Pleasing head being masculine without being overdone. 
Tight feet held under a nice depth of chest.  Straight moving coming & going. 

Junior Dog (1, 0abs) 

1st Rushworth’s Charterwood Carson Of Campionfield 

A smart Tri dog who stood alone in his class but that didn’t stop him taking charge of the ring. Nice 
placed shoulders. Had a lovely profile movement  

Novice Dog (2, 1abs) 

1st Lovatt’s Bjornhagen Thor 

A Blanket tri dog. Just over 1 year old.  Level firm top line which he held on the move. A pleasing 
head.  Nice tight feet. A promising youngster. 

Graduate Dog (3,1abs) 

1st Giles- Wyatt’s Clarismore Crown Prince JW 



  

  

A smart flashy tri dog of compact build. Strong head, nice deep chest.  Presented in strong firm 
condition.   Very powerful movement around the ring, was straight coming & going 

2nd Hooper’s Davricard Jacobean At Torbers 

2 year old tri dog fabulous head with lovely earset.  Very clean outline. Well balanced, nice depth of 
chest & good bend of stifle.  I preferred the 1st place for having more enthusiastic movement 

Post Graduate Dog (3,2abs) 

1st Taylor’s Rosanka O’Neal By Deaconfield. 

22 month dog. He has a pleasing head with such a soft melting expression. Well placed shoulders 
leading into a nice deep chest well boned throughout.  Short in loin leading to excellent rear 
angulation. He’s shown in excellent condition 

Limit Dog (6, 1abs) 

1st Fellow’s Rosanka Bridges. 

This dog caught my eye straight away.  A tan & white dog with such a lovely expression.  This dog is 
very smart looking with everything in correct proportions.  A long neck flowing into well placed 
shoulders, his front angulation gave him great reach. Level top line.  Free flowing movement 
showing a very balanced & well-constructed dog. 

2nd Banks’s Forgebanks Santiano JW 

A dog who I’ve judge before & many of the points still remain fabulous head with correct ear set & a 
melting expression.  Great movement in profile & coming & going.   It was a hard decision but on the 
day 1st place just caught my eye. 

3rd Webster’s Rossut Vizier for Houndscoast 

Open Dog (3, 1abs) 

1st Harvard’s Annavah Justify 

Tri dog just shy of 2 years. Who captures the true essence of a beagle.  Fabulous head with soft 
expression. Shoulder placement is spot on, firm top line which he held on moving.  His profile 
movement just showed what you would expect after going over him on the table.  Reach & drive 
easily demonstrated throughout. Coming & going movement was clear & clean.  He’s got good depth 
of chest, well ribbed & short in loin.  In the dog challenge I couldn’t keep my eye off him & then in 
challenge for BIS he came back with such enthusiasm. Pleased to award him BD & BIS. 

2nd Murphy’s Davricard Picasso At Rhosyndu 

A pleasing tri dog who I’ve judged before.  A well-constructed front & good topline, Pleasing head 
with nice eyes. Good angulation on the rear. Moved well & with purpose 

 

Veteran Dog (2, 0abs) 

1st Jones’s CH Newlin Preston to Clairdale JW 

Just shy of 8 years, this tri dog I judged a few years ago.  Can’t believe he’s a veteran, but he doesn’t 
let it show.   Strong muscular head without being coarse, well-defined stop. Nice neck leading to 



  

  

great shoulder placement, firm top line. Nice tight fee.  This is a great example of a dog who’s 
balanced & it shows in his movement both in profile & coming & going.  Pleased to award him BVD & 
then BVIS 

 

2nd Bjornhagen Sweet Bay Leaf JW SH.com Shcex VW 

Another cracking veteran.  A lovely dog of type.  Good head leading into correct earset & nice length 
of neck leading to good place shoulder. Very balanced throughout.  I just preferred the condition & 
movement of 1st place.

5 year old dog tan & white. Nice overall shape with good depth of chest & good topline.    He just 
needs a little more confidence in the ring.

Minor Puppy Bitch (2, 0abs) 

1st Goldberg’s Molesend Kiwi 

A fabulous tan & white bitch of 8 months.   Who will have such a promising future.  Feminine head. 
Good eye colour correct ear set.  Well balanced & well angulated. Level topline. Her movement is 
sound showing effortless reach & drive   Pleased to award her BPB & BPIS  

2nd Rushforth’s Campionfield Scrumptious 

A 6 month old bitch, a sweet compact bitch with a lovely head. Nice lovely length on neck.  Tight 
feet.  Moved well showing good reach & drive. 

Puppy Bitch (4, 3abs) 

1st Smith’s Vigor Luscious 

Tri bitch just shy of a year by one day. Nicely put together.  Pretty feminine head nice eye shape & 
colour.  Moved well in profile & coming & going. 

Junior Bitch (3, 0abs) 

1st Tanner’s Felinoak Hennessy 

A stunning compact Tan & white bitch of 1 year old.   Feminine head with nice length of leathers.  
Good reach of neck & shoulders well laid back.  Front angulation produce excellent reach.  A 



  

  

balanced dog with great rear angulation.  Profile movement showed these angulations to its best.  A 
firm topline which she held on the move. Good depth of chest & well ribbed.  Her movement was 
free flowing, sound & effortless. I wrote “wow “in my notes about her movement.  Pleased to award 
her BB. In the challenge for BIS I just felt she look a little tired on the move, when compared to the 
dog  

2nd Goldberg’s Molesend Impish 

Tri bitch & litter sister to 1st in limit.  Just over a year in age.  Pleasing head with dark eye colour.  
Well placed shoulders, good tight feet. Shown in good condition. Her movement was free flowing & 
was straight coming & going.  

3rd Rushforth’s Campionfield Satisfaction  

Novice Bitch (No entries) 

Graduate Bitch (6,1abs) 

1st Kingsland’s Mapelayne Have Patience with Redcap 

Tan & White bitch 16 months old.   A lovely head with wonderful deep eye colour & the sweetest 
soft expression.  Good length of neck, well placed shoulders. Good deep chest.  Nice tight feet. 
Ribbed well back.  Rear angulation shows great bend of stifle.  Movement was sound & she looked 
great in profile 

2nd Banks’s Serenaker Margarita At Forgebanks 

Almost 3 year old bitch of good quality.  Good angulation throughout, well balanced.  Moved 
soundly round the ring in profile & was straight coming & going.  She held her level topline on the 
move.

Post Graduate Bitch (6,4abs) 

1st Goldberg’s Molesend Jazzy 

This 1 year old tan & white bitch caught my attention the moment she entered the ring.   A very 
feminine head with a great soft expression.  Correct ear set, nice depth of chest. Level topline with 
correct tailset. Her movement was superb & she drove around the ring with such ease     Pleased to 
award her RBB 

2nd Scarlet’s Vanitonia Enchanted Over Michelroy Jw 

A pretty feminine tri bitch I’ve admired for some time. A super feminine head with soft expression. 
Lovely placed eyes with good colour, correct earset.  Shoulders well laid back, level top line, cracking 
bend of stifle. Her movement is sound & clearly showed great reach & drive especially in profile.  
Shown in cracking condition. 

 

Limit Bitch (5, 2abs)

This tan and white bitch is very striking and certainly catches the eye.  A compact quality bitch with a 
feminine head, nice eyes. A long neck flowing to great shoulder placement.  Her front assembly is 
spot on. She’s ribbed well back & her rear construction drives a wonderful movement.  She pushed 
hard in the challenge and it was a tough decision. Another very promising youngster. 

2nd Fellow’s Rosanka Deneuve 

Another promising youngster. A stunning bitch, built with quality.  Pretty head, good ear set. Well 
balanced.  Lovely layback of shoulder, tight feet. Rear angulation. Moved effortlessly around the ring 
showing great reach & drive.    

3rd Coachbarn Crier 

Open Bitch (3, 1abs) 

1st Scarlett’s Rossut Vestry with Michelroy 

A great looking quality Tri bitch.  A petite head showing soft feminine expression. Good bend of 
stifle.  Level firm top line.  Sound on the move & shows great reach & drive in profile. 

2nd   Webster’s Michelroy Pimpernell With Houndscoast Jw 

A bitch with sweet expression & good eye pigmentation.   Great shoulders & level top line which she 
held on the move. She really is one with her handler. Great moving in profile & straight coming &

Veteran Bitch (5, 1abs) 

1st Davies’s Barrvale Grace 

7 year old tri bitch just into her veteran years but certainly not showing it.  An excellent head with 
feminine features nice deep eye colour, beautiful eye set. A long flowing neck into well placed 
shoulders, good depth of chest. Well boned throughout, nice tight feet. Shown in excellent 
condition. Her movement is superb, showing great reach & drive.  Please to award her BVB. 

2nd Conway’s Kelseva Legally Blonde at Escalade   

Another stunning bitch not showing her age.  Tan & white with a pretty head.  Good angulations in 
front & rear.  Well-conditioned throughout. Moved around the ring with ease.  I preferred the 
overall movement of 1st.
