THE BEAGLE ASSOCIATION 60TH CH. SHOW JULY 6TH 2024
I must thank the committee for their invite to judge the show, I must also thank my two stewards Debie and Neil for keeping everything running smoothly. Thank you to the exhibitors for letting me judge their lovely beagles. I was pleased with the overall condition of exhibits but I had a concern about fronts. These ranging from true parallel extended front reach which is positive to lack of extension, narrow, wide, plating, paddling which are negatives.
Dogs
VD 4 (1Abs), 1st CH Shercroft Apollo JW Scm, he is a sturdily built all male dog, he is not coarse, his stop is well defined, good head ratios, tidy dentition, sufficient length of neck, his shoulders are well laid back, forelegs straight and well under the body, well aligned, ribs well sprung, powerful in loin, tidy level topline, hindquarters strong, well muscled and angulated, his feet are tight and firm, his tail is well set and carried, he moves freely with long front reach and rear drive, his coat is short and dense, he is a worthy CH, later he was my BVD and BVIS. 2nd Bjornhagen Sweet Bay Leaf JW, this tri was a shade longer cast, he was in very good condition, had a good head shape, he moved positively due to his well constructed front and rear assemblies, he was well presented and handled , he just lacked the animation in movement of the first. 3rd Black Opal at Rhosyndu VW.
Sp Vintage D 3, 1ST CH Janfrey Randle Upon Rundle JW Shcm , this tri was of lovely make, shape and balance, sturdy well built, very much a male without coarseness, he had pleasing head properties, well arched neck, good ear length, well laid shoulders, tidy well aligned forequarters, good width and depth of body, he had well muscled hind quarters, well set tail, he moved out soundly but on an odd  occasion he just lost a bit of momentum,  when stacked he holds a tidy shape, he was well handled , he is a worthy CH. 2nd Lanesend Segenhoe JW Scm, this was a very outgoing exhibit, tail continually wagging, very tidy in overall balance, steady mover, well presented, I liked his head shape, appealing expression and  overall construction, he is of a slightly smaller build  to the first, he was well handled , had a great rapport with his handler. 3rd Diaylnne Cover Story.
MPD 3, three tidy exhibits, 1st Clairedale Grandchester, this was a very tidy t/w  that pleased in make, shape and balance, scored in head properties, reach of neck, front construction and alignment, well sprung ribs extending well back, rear construction, angulation and alignment, his movement really pleased due to his effortless flowing movement with extended front reach and rear drive, carried his tail well, short and dense coat that was well presented, he holds a very pleasing profile outline shape and he was well handled. 2nd Julemark Chaos this tri was close up, he is a tad longer cast than the first, he had a pleasing head, appealing expression from well set apart eyes, good length of ears, sufficient length of neck, well sprung ribs, supple loin, pleased in well aligned forequarters, neat feet, well angulated and aligned hind quarters resulting in sound flowing movement , he was well put down 3RD Fellinoak Griffen (AI) lovely youngster who holds a good profile shape, as yet just needs to come together in front action.
PD 2, 1ST Rosanka O’Neal by Deaconfield , this t/w exhibit is very well balanced, is of very pleasing size, I liked the overall compactness , he excels in head shape, he has dark appealing eyes, his dentition pleases, as does his bone, he is well constructed in forequarters, body and hindquarters resulting in free flowing sound movement, his clean front action edged him the class, he was later BPD and BPIB. 2ND Annavah Justify, this was a very strikingly marked tri, he has pleasing head properties, lovely dark eyes, tidy dentition, he has a good length of arched neck, straight forelegs, depth and width of body, well angulated and aligned hind quarters, he moved out and pleased in profile outline but when coming towards he was just not as precise in front action as the first, he was well presented.
JD 5, 1ST Forgebanks Santiano this t/w is of lovely size and build, he is very balanced and moves out really truly, he delights in make, shape and condition, his head is pleasing as is his expression, he has overall lovely jigsaw construction that aids his true free flowing movement , he was well handled. I feel this one has a future, he was well handled, 2nd Bayard Bee Good this dog is heavier marked, he has similar attributes to the first, he is sturdily built, he was compact, he was of good size, he just did not have the flow of movement of the first, he was well handled. 3rd Molesend Giorgio.
YD 2, 1st Fallowfield Fellman, this exhibit is well constructed, pleases in head shape, eye colour and expression, he has a great length of neck, he holds a level topline, his compatible front and rear construction, width and depth of body all aid true free flowing movement, he was really good to go over, he was presented and handled to perfection, he has quality, very much an honest exhibit. 2nd Blunderhall Jacks the Lad, this was a very compact exhibit, pleased in head properties, length of neck, front and rear assembly construction, body condition, he was well presented, I would have liked tidier front action when coming towards .
ND 1, 1st Julemark Chaos he was second in MPD , he deserved his 1st here.
PGD 3, (1Abs), 1st Rossut Zavier at Sandylands, this blanket tri was sturdily built, he had balance, he scored in bone, he just needs to settle, but when he settled he held a very pleasing profile outline shape, I liked his head properties, expression, overall construction and clean true movement, when gaiting he really covers the ground, he was well presented and handled. 2nd Fallowfield Romeo, lightly built exhibit, tidy in head, expression and ears, he is very well marked, he was in good condition and well presented, when gaiting he just lacked the ground coverage of the first.
MLD 5, 1ST Rossut Villein at Molesend JW , I judged him as a youngster and thought he was an honest exhibit I saw nothing today to change my mind, he as A1 bone, he is very good in outline profile shape, I liked his head shape, dentition, dark eyes and expression, he scores in neck length and strength, he is honestly constructed in that his construction Jigsaw is all well linked and aids him to achieve true free flowing movement , was well presented and handled and he is developing well with no exaggerations. 2nd Molesend Dice JW, this is a pleasing t/w who is of lovely build, he has good head carriage, tidy tail carriage, moves out effectively with style, he pleases in head size and overall balance, he was in lovely condition , he is a character , he was close up here. 3rd Redcap the Courier JW.
LD 6 (1Abs), 1st Stormpasture Saddlesoap, this t/w was of a pleasing size, he was very balanced, he holds a very pleasing outline profile shape, he pleased in head properties, eye size and expression, dentition, neck length, front construction, body condition and hindquarters construction, he is in good hard condition, he covers the ground with ease, he was the truest in front action in this class, he was well put down and handled. 2ND Kubik Csiki Kopo at Kingswin (Imp Srb) this exhibit is of a larger mould, he moves out with style, he is all male, he is strongly built with his front and rear assemblies complimenting each other, his movement in profile pleased but he was just not as precise in front action as the first when coming towards, he is in good hard condition, 3rd Bondlea Woodlark.
OD 6, this was a strong competitive class, 1st CH Serenaker Armani. This is a tri exhibit from the upper drawer, he has a very tidy head shape, great 50/50 ratio split, lovely dark expressive eyes, he is great to go over, he pleases in neck length, front, body and rear assemblies, he carries hit tail well, everything in his construction links correctly, he is in lovely condition, he was handled to perfection, his movement is true and honest, he and his handler know their craft, he has no exaggerations, later he was my DCC winner and later RBIS and BOS. 2ND CH Julemark Luther, another exhibit from the top drawer, he is in exceptional hard condition, he is all male, he is strongly built, he scores in head properties, expressive eyes, ear set and length, he is powerful and has stamina, this showed when gaiting  as he just powered away, back and around with controlled soundness, he was well presented and excellently handled, he and his handler also know their craft, he was brought back into the dog challenge and was my RDCC winner, 3rd and not disgraced in this company was Deacionfield Kingcraft.
Sp BD 2, 1st Davricard Picasso at Rhosyndu, this exhibit was reserve in a previous class, he is of pleasing size, pleased also head and condition, he moved steadily and was well handled. 2nd Poppyville First Edition, this exhibit is of a larger mould , he was somewhat longer cast, he moved out steadily and was beautifully presented , he was just not as balanced in profile outline as the first.
KC GCSD 2, 1st Bjornhagen Bay Leaf JW , Crit see 2nd in VD, 2nd Poppyville First Edition , Crit see 2nd in previous class.
Bitches
VB 5(!Abs), 1st Bondlea Dove this bitch is ten tomorrow, she was in lovely make and shape, she is ultra feminine, delights in head properties, had good bone, adequate neck length, well laid shoulders, straight aligned forelegs, good body condition, strong rear assembly, she moved out happily and soundly, she was well handled. 2ND CH Serenaker Elle’s Bells, this tri had quality, she was of feminine build, pleased in profile outline, moved out using her pleasing construction to advantage she was well presented, was in lovely condition, she was a tad not as precise in front action as the first, 3rd Nedlaw Queen of Hearts.
Sp Vintage B 3, 1st Dufosee Elinore at Felinoak, this 13 year old was in fantastic condition, she has a lovely head and appealing expression, she has a lovely outline shape, she was well presented and handled, she moved out truly like a two year old , she is a credit to her owner. 2nd Tiger Lily Blossom. also in lovely condition, she is 10 years old, oozes character, was of good size, had good head properties, cheeky expression, I liked her outgoing movement , she was well presented. 3rd Redcap Bella Sorella JW Shcm VW.
MPB 7, 1st Clairdale Galatea this t/w headed a lovely class, she delights in head properties, tidy well set ears, tidy dentition, good reach of neck, well laid shoulders, straight fore legs, compact body, well angulated rear assembly, good tail set, she moved out effortlessly with stylish true movement, she was beautifully presented, was my BPB, 2nd Serenaker Liberty Belle, this tri had numerous similar attributes, she is ultra feminine, she also moved out with style and soundly, she was a shade not as composed as the first, they will change places when meet , she was a delight to judge, 3rd Annavah Chantilly Cream.
PB 9 this was a really good class, 1st Annavah Teardrop, this is a well marked tri, she delights in head shape, loved her expressive eyes, tidy dentition and her overall construction that aided her stylish true movement, she is in lovely condition and I feel will develop well, she is one for the future, she was presented to perfection. 2nd Rosanka Harlow by Deaconfield, this exhibit was of a slightly larger mould, she is very feminine, scored in head properties, appealing expression. Clean dentition, arched neck, her construction is pleasing and she achieves sound free movement, she is also in tip top condition, was well handled, close up here,
JB 5 (2Abs), 1ST Forgebanks Shantung, I liked the quality of this exhibit, she is honest, pleased for head shape, profile outline, size, her balance and profile outline also pleased she moved out effectively , free flowing and true, she is in cracking condition, she was well put down and handled, 2nd Bijou Tosha Avec Torbers ( Imp Lva), this exhibit had a tidy head, pleasing expression, she was lovely for size, delighted in balance, was in good condition, she was well put down, her tail carriage is not her fortune.
YB 3, 1ST CH Felinoak Ffansi Nansi JW This tri bitch caught my eye on entering the ring, her profile outline shouted quality, on going over her she had a delightful head shape, good eye size, and appealing bright expression, her ears are low set and of good length, her neck is arched, she has well laid shoulders, she has straight aligned forelegs, her body is well developed, and it has depth and width, her loin is supple, her rear assembly is muscled , angulated and aligned, her tail is carried to perfection, she holds a level topline and she does not fall away drastically at the croup, she moves out without fuss, effortlessly and never put a foot wrong in this class and in all challenges, she is in A1 condition, was immaculately presented, her handler has a great rapport with her , later she was my BCC selection and she went onto BIS,  2nd Rushwater Violet Sky(Ai), this tri was in lovely condition, she needs to settle, she did move out well but viewed in profile she was a tad bum up, she was ok for make and shape, she was well presented, 3rd Serenaker Paloma at Brigam both 2nd and 3rd  were unfortunate to meet a bitch of the quality of the first.
NB 4, 1ST Kingswin Jules in the Crown, this tri had pleasing head properties, appealing dark eyes, pleased in make, shape and balance, the latter was what gave her the edge in this class, she was in pleasing condition and well presented. 2nd Poppyville Adelaide, this exhibit was finer in build, she was well marked, she pleased in head properties and dentition, she moved out cleaner than the 3rd hence her placing, she was well handled. 3RD Vharterwood Spangled Gold of Campionfield.
GB 6, 1ST Vanitonia Enchanted Over Michelroy, this bitch was tidy in size and shape, very feminine and in lovely condition, she was earlier placed 4th in a really good puppy class. She was more composed here and moved out positively. 2nd Rushwater Violet Sky( Ai), 3rd Serenaker Paloma at Brigam.
PGB 3, 1ST Rossut Vestry with Michelroy, this was a lovely bitch, she had good head properties, alert bright expression, good neck length, compatible front and rear assemblies, compact body, tidy topline, moved well but I just felt she was a tad wide in front action coming towards, 2nd Kingswin Looks Like Trouble JW, this bitch was not settled on the table, or on the floor but she did eventually move out positively, , I did like her make, shape and condition. She lost as she was not as composed as the first, 3rd Simeldeka Marfa Ridge.
MLB 7 (4Abs), 1st Dufosee Lyla at Bondlea JW, this tri was very feminine, she is of pleasing size, she pleased in make shape and balance, I liked her expression and she held a lovely profile outline when gaiting, this edged her the class , she is an honest exhibit that was sympathetically handled, 2nd Coachbarn Crier, this bitch was a tad rangier, she is very feminine, she has a lovely appealing expression, had good dentition, also length of neck, tidy overall construction, she free stands which was good to see and she has a great rapport with her handler, 3rdv Deaconfield Lyric.
LB 4 (1Abs), 1st Killitcreed Danger Digits, this tri is lovely, she is well constructed, is good for size, she is very balanced, I loved her profile outline and she held a level topline throughout, she is very attentive to her owner, her expression pleases, she was well put down and well handled, she moved out cleanly and with ease. 2nd Shercroft Liberty JW , this was also a lovely bitch, she has an AI head shape, she was good to go over, is of pleasing size, presently she is a bit portly , no waist which detracted from her attributes, she has character, 3rd Charterwood Black Opal.
OB 8 (1Abs), this was a very strong class 1st Annavah Nocturne at Barrvale, this was a  lovely tri, she is of quality, I loved her head properties, lovely dark eyes and expression, she had a pleasing profile outline, good length of arched neck , well laid shoulders, amply boned straight forelegs, strength in body, supple loin, A1 topline, ideal strength, angulation and alignment of hind quarters, she was well handled and is in cracking condition, she excelled in extended front action and rear drive, she could go all day, she is a shade larger than the second , she really put all in on the final move around , she was really precise and I felt fit for purpose, later she pushed hard in the bitch challenge and was my RBCC but she was very close up for the ticket, 2nd CH Annavah Princess Tiana, this is a very feminine tri who has delightful head properties, lovely dark eyes and expression, A1 neck length and arch, she is very well constructed with well laid shoulders , ideal straight and aligned fore legs, good depth of body, ideal muscled , angulated and aligned hindquarters, she holds a very neat profile outline, in the spacious ring on the final going round I felt she was a tad short of the scope of nocturne, hence my placings, she is a worthy CH who will continue to do well and she is a credit to the breed 3rd Molesend Crumble made up a trio of lovely bitches.
SP BB 2, , 1st Rushwater Violet Sky (Ai), 2nd Pioppville Adelaide , see earlier credits for both.
KCGCSB 4, 1st Raimex Rio, this was a delightful veteran tri, I loved her head shape, eye size and expression, she had well set ears, sufficient neck, she was well constructed with her front and rear assemblies working in unison, her body had width and depth, her profile outline was very pleasing, she moved out truly with style, what a lovely old lady, she is a credit to her owner , was later my BVB, 2ND Rushwater Pili Pilla , see her earlier critique, 3rd Redcap Bella Sorella JW Shcm VW.
